India CUET 2023-24 results and Merit-list declared by the University of Allahabad.

2. AdmissioninB.A. LL.B. Course is done on the basis of entrance test conducted by University of Allahabad.

3. Admissionin B.Voc. is done on the basis of 10+2 marks.

Following documents must be uploded
online on the admission portal at the
time of admission:

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There is a provision for reservation in admission for the
candidates belonging to SC, ST, OBC & EWS,
category according to the mles and guidelines of the
Central Government. To claim such reservation,
candidate must upload a certificate from the competent
authority declaring that they are a member of SC, ST,
OBC & EWS category at the time of admission along
with other documents. In the absence of such a
certificate, there will be no consideration for any such
reservation.

The immediate relatives of current and retired
employees, including sons, daughters, brothers, sisters,
wives, and husbands, are eligible for admission in
graduate and postgraduate courses. However, in order
to secure admission, these candidates must upload their
employee ward certificates verified by the principal.
Additionally, it is mandatory for these candidates to
appear in the entrance examination and achieve the
minimum qualifying marks as required for admission
into their desired courses.

There is a provision for 1% reservation for Sports
person and Physically Handicapped candidates in
each category (Visually, Hearing Impairment and
Orthopedically handicapped).

For reservation in Sports-person category, only the
players of National and State-level will be considered
according to their position in the merit-list.

For reservation in Physically Handicapped
category minimum 40% disability is essential, and
for this only a certificate issued by the Chief
Medical Officer of the District Hospital will be
valid.

Candidates who are 'Displaced Kashmiris' will be
eligible for a weightage of 10% marks in entrance
examination. Candidate must upload the original and
photocopy of the certificate issued by the Govt. of India
at the time of online admission.

Candidates having a 'B' certificate of N.C.C. will be
eligible for weightage of 5% marks in entrance exam.

Candidates are allowed only for one weightage
category. These weightage marks can only be claimed
when supported by required authentic and valid
certificate. Candidates must mention in their admission
forms their category and weightage category, if any,
otherwise, they will be considered in the general
category.

Ifareserved category candidate fails to seek admission
on the scheduled dates, then the vacant seats may be
considered for general category candidates before the
last date. However, it is important to note that this
arrangement is subject to the instructions provided by
the University.
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Important Notice :

In accordance with the provision of Section 9 of
the University of Allahabad Ordinance and rules of
Govt. of India, the college follows the following
reservation policy : OBC - 27%, SC - 15%, ST - 7.5%,
and EWS - 10% in all the courses (UG, PG and
B.Voc.).

Note : These rules will be followed as per the
guidelines and instructions issued by the UGC and
Govt. of India, till the date of declaration of Entrance
Examination results.

For the students from distant states/foreign
students their admission process is conducted
according to the guidelines and instructions given by
MoE, Govt. of India/U.G.C./ University of Allahabad.

The Governing Body of the college has made a
provision of 1% reservation for the students from
North-Eastern states and Southern India to awaken the
feeling of national unity and universal brotherhood.

General Rules regarding Admission :

1. Readmission in graduation and post-graduation
course is not allowed after receiving these degrees
fromthe college.

2. Acandidate once expelled for any reason from the
college will be forever prohibited for readmission.

3. Candidates without having appeared in the
entrance examination will not be considered for
admission. Those students who don't have the
minimum eligibility, will not be considered for
Addmission.

4. Once allotted, any change in the faculty is not
allowed.

5. Allotment of subjects to candidates will be done
through counseling on the basis of marks secured
in the entrance exam and the choice of subjects
given by the candidates. Each candidate will
submit a list of the subjects of their interest in the
admission form. If any of'the first-three subjects in
the list is not available, then the subject next in the
list or the subject decided after counseling will be
allotted.

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After the completion of online admission students
are required to appear physically before the
admission committee for original documents
verification on scheduled date. Failing which their
admission will be cancelled..

If by-chance, a student is allotted a subject beyond
the permitted limit of seats or a prohibited subject
group, then the allotment will be cancelled and
new subjects will be allotted by the Admission
Committee on the basis of availability. The
decision of the committee shall be final and
binding on the candidate.

For any problem related to the allotment of
subjects or any other admission-related problem,
candidates can contact only the appointed Officer
or the Office Superintendent. Candidate should
not waste his/her time and of the office by
enquiring from any other employee. Any change
of subjects allotted is not allowed at any cost. It is
not possible to allot subjects to all candidates of
their own choice. Therefore, candidates are
advised to fill more than three subjects in their
subjects-choice list after due consideration.

Candidates, who have passed their minimum
qualification before the year 2023, are required to
submit an affidavit with a photograph declaring
the reasons for the gap or discontinuation and
should also mention that he/she has not got
admitted elsewhere during this period. If a
candidate is found guilty after getting admitted of
concealing the facts in the affidavit, then his/her
admission will stand cancelled and a legal action
against such candidate will be initiated.
Candidates who have qualified their
Intermediate exam before the year 2021 will
not be eligible for UG admission.

Any student caught using UFM in examination
will not be elligible for readmission even after
clearing CUET/PGAT. If any students takes
admission by hiding such information shall be
penalised as per rules and his admission will be
cancelled.

However, they will not be eligible for
regular admission as new students. As ex-students,
they have the option to change one subject by paying
the prescribed fee at the office. Itis important for these
students to obtain a provisional identity card while
submitting their examination form, as failure to do so
may result in them not being allowed to appear in the
examination.

Ex-students must present a no-dues certificate, as itis
mandatory for appearing in the examination. Failure to
do so will result in them being denied permission to
appear for the examination.

Important Instructions regarding Fee :

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Scholarship : Scheduled Caste/Tribe

The state government has implemented a scholarship
provision for students belonging to Scheduled Castes
(SC) and Scheduled Tribes (ST). It is mandatory for
eligible candidates to upload proforma 23 (scholarship
form) issued by the Department of District Social
Welfare Officer. A soft copy of the scholarship form is
available on the website of the college. They must fill out
the form completely and upload it during the admission
process, along with their caste certificate and income
certificate issued within the last six months.

If students from the SC/ST category fail to upload
their scholarship form or do not provide the required
documents, they will be treated as general-category
students. They will need to pay the full fees and will not
be eligible for the scholarship. Under the new

scholarship disbursement scheme from the state
government, eligible students must open a bank account
nominated by the district social welfare officer. The
scholarship amount will be transferred directly to the
students' bank accounts.

Therefore, students are advised to open their bank
accounts as early as possible and provide the account
details along with the scholarship form at the college
office.
